Uniform

Summer Option 1

Compulsory for Trinity Term and optional for 1st half of Michaelmas Term

Black school trousers or black knee length school shorts (NOT cargo style) with standard white shirt and tie,
black school socks, black school shoes, jumper and blazer

Summer Option 2

Compulsory for Trinity Term and optional for 1st half of Michaelmas Term

Reception to Junior 4 - summer dress, white school socks, black school shoes, jumper and blazer

Junior 5 - either summer dress and white school socks or tartan skirt with revere collar blouse (no tie), black
school socks, black school shoes, jumper and blazer

Junior 6 - tartan skirt, with white revere collar blouse (no tie), black school socks, black school shoes,
jumper and blazer

Winter Option 1

Optional for 1st half of Michaelmas Term and compulsory for 2nd half of Michaelmas Term and Lent
Term

Black school trousers with standard which shirt and tie, black school socks, jumper and blazer

Optional, weather dependent - school coat, burgundy school fleece hat, burgundy school fleece gloves,
burgundy school fleece hat

Winter Option 2

Optional for 1st half of Michaelmas Term and compulsory for 2nd half of Michaelmas Term and Lent
Term

Reception to Junior 4 - tartan pinafore, standard which shirt and tie, black school socks or tights, black
school shoes, jumper and blazer

Junior 5 and 6 - tartan skirt with standard white shirt and tie, black school socks or tights, black school
shoes, jumper and blazer

Optional, weather dependent - school coat, burgundy school fleece hat, burgundy school fleece gloves,
burgundy school fleece hat

Blazer Badges
