Costumes for the Summer production

Your child will be performing in the Summer Production and will require a costume. We
would be very grateful if you would provide a costume as shown below. Please bring these
items in to school by Monday 5th June in a named carrier bag and ask your child to hand it
to the class teacher.

All children are to wear school shoes.

Junior 3H and Junior 5W - Pirates

Traditional pirate outfit with plastic or foam cutlass/sword, secured in belt.
Tattered and torn shorts or trousers.

Plain shirt, striped t-shirt or skull and bones t-shirt.

Black waist coat.

Pirate bandana, eye patches and belts.

No hats

Please avoid plain white shirts as they can make the children looked washed out
under the bright lights.
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Junior 3V and Junior 5L — Sea Creature or Mermaid

Children must be able to dance and have a good range of movement in their costumes! Be
creative with the costumes. Please feel free to check with Mrs Paphitis as we would not want
to ask you to change it due to lack of ability to move suitably for the dance.

Sea creatures -

Blue top and bottoms with felt sea creatures stuck on.
Turtle

Octopus

Sea horse

Star fish

Jellyfish

Mermaid —

Lots of sparkle and shine! A bright coloured top or a seashall patterned top and mermaid
leggings as shown or similarly shiny or sequined leggings. Plastic hairbrush or handheld
mirror. We ask that you avoid tight mermaid skirt costumes as these restrict dance
movements.

No red crabs or blue and yellow fish (like Sebastian or Flounder from The Little
Mermaid)
No sharks.
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Junior 4S — Lost Boys

T-shirt and shorts in forest colours with some foliage added.
Clothes need to be torn and tattered.

Junior 4R — Wild Warrior

Native American outfit or similar.

Tan/Brown Dress or top and skirt with fringing.
Tan/Brown Trousers and waistcoat with fringing.
Headpieces can be used but must be secure.
