Mathematics English Science 
Topic/s: Examination Preparation and Technique, Revision, 
Consolidation and Extension across all areas of the mathematics 
curriculum 
Aim/s: 

• To ensure fluency in all four number operations, using efficient 
written and mental methods of calculation.  

• To further develop connections between multiplication and 
division with fractions, percentages, decimals and ratio. 

• To solve problems involving statistics, geometry and measures. 

• To apply mathematical knowledge and skills to explore and 
make conjectures across the mathematics curriculum, including 
within real life scenarios. 

• To develop an early understanding of algebra. 

• To practise both Mathematics and Non-Verbal Reasoning 
techniques and papers under timed conditions.

• To investigate pulse rates, breathing rates and activity.  

• To review the functions of the heart and lungs. 

• To describe how living things are classified.

Aim/s: 

• To find out about Queen Victoria and her family. 

• To compare Victorian and modern schooling.  

• To understand what working conditions were like for Victorian 
children.

• To understand that Britain was a powerful force in the 1800s. 

• To know the order of events that saw the towns grow into the 
cities.

Topic/s: The People of God, Followers of Christ, Advent and Christmas 
Aim/s:

God. 

• To know that Jesus called many people to follow him and 
identify reasons why these people responded to his call. 

• To understand that following Christ can demand sacrifices and 
identify some vocations that exist in the life of the Church. 

• To know that there are two parts to the Advent season and why 
it is important for Christians to prepare for Christ to come    
again. 

• To know the main features of the Christmas story, discuss 
some of the images of Jesus found in the Gospel of St John.
